Promotion to All India Services – Meetings held during 2005-06

1.
Meetings held
During the year 2005-06, the Commission convened 83 Selection Committee Meetings and Review Meetings involving 957 officers for promotion to Indian Administrative Service/ Indian Police Service/ Indian Forest Service (IAS/ IPS/ IFoS) from State Civil Services, Non-State Civil Services, State Police Services and State Forest Services of different States/ Union Territories.  Out of these, 47 Selection Committee Meetings were held for preparing the Select Lists for the year 2005.

(i)
IAS (SCS):
The Commission received 23 proposals for preparation of the Select List for the year 2005 for the existing vacancies.  The Selection Committee Meetings for promotion from State Civil Service to the IAS were convened for 17 Cadres/ Sub-Cadres.  For the remaining Cadres, the Selection Committee Meetings could not be convened as the State Government could not furnish deficient documents/ information before 31st December in three cases and Court cases/ seniority disputes in other three cases.

(ii)   IAS (Non-SCS):   During the year the Commission received six proposals for consideration of the cases of non-SCS officers for appointment to the IAS and Meetings in respect of all the six Cadres/ Sub-Cadres were held. 

(iii)
IPS:
The Commission received 15 proposals for preparation of the Select Lists for the existing vacancies of 2005 and Selection Committee Meetings for promotion to IPS from State Police Service for 12 Cadres/ Sub-Cadres were held. For the remaining two Cadres/ Sub-Cadres the meetings could not be held due to deficient documents and for one Cadre/ Sub-Cadre due to pending finalisation of seniority in the feeder grade.

(iv)
IFoS:
The Commission received 18 proposals for preparation of Select Lists of 2005 for the existing vacancies. However, Selection Committee meetings for promotion to IFS from State Forest Service in respect of only 12 Cadres/ Sub-Cadres were held. The Selection Committee meetings for the remaining Cadre/ Sub-Cadres could not be held due to court case, late receipt of proposals and earlier Select Lists has to be reviewed first. 

2.
Preparation of year-wise Select Lists

The Government of India (Department of Personnel & Training) vide their notification  dated July 25, 2000 amended the IAS/ IPS/ IFoS Promotion Regulations providing for preparation of Select List separately for each year during which  the Committee could not meet as on 31st December of each year.  Accordingly, Select List of 2004 was prepared alongwith the Select List of 2005 in respect of Assam [IAS (SCS)], Madhya Pradesh [IAS (SCS)], Haryana [IPS], Maharashtra [IPS], Uttar Pradesh [IPS], Uttaranchal [IPS] and Karnataka [IFoS].  Similarly Select Lists of 2001 to 2004 in respect of Punjab [IAS (SCS)], Select Lists of 1995-96 to 2004 in respect of Gujarat [IFoS] and Select Lists of 2001 to 2004 in respect of Jharkhand [IFoS] were also prepared alongwith Select List of 2005.  Select Lists for 2002 to 2004 in respect of Assam [IFoS] were prepared during the year 2005-06 on court directions.

Reconvened Meeting
Selection Committee Meeting in respect of Tamil Nadu [IPS] was reconvened during the year 2005-06 to finalisation of the Select List of 2004 on court directions.

4.
Review Meetings

In pursuance of Central Administrative Tribunal/ High Court directions, nine meetings of Review Selection Committee involving 14 officers have been held during the year  2005-06 (Appendix-XXIX).
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
