The Indian Forest Service Examination is conducted in two successive stages viz. the Written Examination followed by Personality Test. The written examination consists of six conventional (essay) type papers.  Only those candidates who qualify the written examination are eligible for Personality Test. 

2.
Out of 43,187 candidates who had applied for the Indian Forest Service Examination, 2005, 9,951 candidates appeared in the written examination held in July, 2005. On the basis of results of the written examination, 156 candidates were declared qualified for Personality Test.  All the 156 candidates attended the Personality Test, of whom 50 candidates were recommended by the Commission for appointment to the Indian Forest Service.  The number of candidates applied, appeared, qualified the written examination, attended Personality Test and were recommended in the Indian Forest Service Examinations held during the last five years are given in Table 17(A).1.

The following points emerge from Table 17(A).6:

(i) Of the 50 recommended candidates, eight candidates or 16 percent belonged to Scheduled Castes, three candidates or 6  percent to Scheduled Tribes, 24 candidates or 48 percent to Other Backward Classes and 15 candidates or 30  percent belonged to General category. 

(ii) Female candidates constituted 8 percent of the total candidates recommended compared to male candidates at 92 percent in the Indian Forest Service Examination, 2005. 

(iii) The highest percentage of candidates belonged to the age group of 26-28 years (36 percent), followed by the age group 24-26 years (32 percent), 28-30 years (20 percent),  30 years and above (8 percent) and 21-24 years (4 percent).

However, in the second, third, fourth and more than four attempts, the percentage of successful candidates was at 32 percent, 24 percent, 16 percent and 8 percent respectively.  No candidate who belonged to Scheduled Caste could qualify the examination in first attempt.
