Scope of work

6. The vender shall carry out period hydraulic pressure testing of
each fire extinguisher as per norms of Delhi Fire Service (DFS) or
Bureau of Indian Standards to find out if the fire extinguisher has



become structurally weakened over the years. A report in this
regard will be submitted by the vender.

Work to be carried out every month:

a)

Monthly checking / Restoration of the equipment at the
respective places after due checking / affixing /replacing the
stickers/reports /repairing/numbering etc of Fire Extinguishers
installed at different locations in the Complex and displaying job
index card, duly protected under a transparent poly cover on
each fire extinguisher duly signed jointly by the authorized
representative of the company and the nodal officer nominated
by UPSC as per Annexure II of this bid document of CAMC.

d) Monthly checking / Restoration of the equipment at the

respective places after due checking / affixing /replacing the
stickers/reports /repairing/numbering etc of Fire Sand Buckets
installed at different locations in the Complex and take remedial
action as required viz tilting the sand filled in the Fire Sand
Buckets, removing inflammable material (pieces of papers, used
match sticks) from the sand, checking the requisite quantity of
sand in each bucket and recouping the same, if found below the
requisite level.

The vendor should also attend to the calls as and when
requested by the Commission.



h) Monthly checking / refilling etc is to be done in the presence of
the Security officer or the nodal officer appointed by the
Commission for this purpose.

Eligibility criteria

Two Bid System
8. The bids should be submitted in two parts as under:

(a) Technical Bid: The first part is the “Technical Bid for Annual
Maintenance Contract of Fire Extinguishers/ Fire Sand buckets”
and it should contain documents as per checklist mentioned in
Annexure VI to bid document of CAMC.

(b) Financial Bid: The second part is the financial bid. The
financial bid is to be submitted only through only on-line process
as per the BoQ shown in Annexure VII to the bid document of
CAMC.

9. The Technical bids will be evaluated by the Technical
Evaluation Committee (TEC). The recommendations of the TEC
would be uploaded electronically on the portal.

10. The Financial Bid of only those bidders shall be considered
whose Technical Bids are found in order by the Technical
Evaluation Committee (TEC). The evaluation of bids will be done on
the basis of rate (exclusive of Taxes). The Financial bids must be
submitted online in BoQ format only.

11. The firm shall quote rates for all the works under each head
mentioned in the BoQ. L-1 firm will be decided on the basis of NPV
of overall rates quoted in the financial bid at Sr.No.30 of Annexure
VII to BoQ.

12. Rates quoted by the firm/bidder should be reasonable and
justified.



Method for deciding L 1 Bidder

13(a) The Bidders should Quote rates for each item for each of the
three years. The prices for each year should be firm. In order to
equitably compare rates for different years, NPV (Net Present Value)
would be used at a rate of discounting of 10% annually to bring the
rates at the same footing and L-I will be decided accordingly on
rates exclusive of applicable taxes.

13(b) The rate of discounting and of NPV calculation is pre-
disclosed in the tender document as under:

NPV - { Y1 + Y2/(1+0.1)+Y3/(1+0.1) 2 }

where:

NPV stands for Net Present Value

Y1 stands for Rate quoted for 1 st Year

Risk Purchase Clause:

or at any time repudiates the contract, the UPSC will have the right
to forfeit the EMD or invoke the Performance Security deposited by
the Bidder and procure the stores from other agencies at the risk
and consequence of the supplier.

General Terms

examined/investigated and if the complaint is found to be true, the
UPSC reserves the right to impose penalty as deemed fit by the
Competent Authority or terminate the contract and forfeit the
Performance Security and also resort to such legal procedures as
per laws of the country for supplying substandard goods.

18. The firm shall have to suitably dispose off all the ‘Malba’
accumulated during execution of the contract, if any, accumulated
on his part.

26. In case it is observed that the services are not provided as per
scope of work and the terms and conditions as per NIT, the laid
down schedule or if at any point of time, it is observed that the firm
